Make cities to live.
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• 30 June 2018; 30Km / h in 87% of streets. 

• September 22 2020; 30 km / h on 100% of the streets.

Bilbao, first world city of more than 300,000 inhabitants, in 

limiting to 30 km / h speed in all its streets.
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Reducing speed affects road safety by reducing accidents and their 

severity.

• To 50 km / h the risk that an accident is mortal is 

8 times greater than to 30Km / h. 

• Decreasing the speed, reduces the serious 

accidents up to a 80%.

• The total number of accidents decreases.

Risk of death of a pedestrian depending on the speed of the vehicle



• Fewer vehicles circulating in the city.

• It improves the coexistence of less polluting types of 

transport (bike, vmp, walking…).

• Increases the use of the bicycle.

• Improves the physical condition of people.
